Who can apply?
The UWA Connect Scholarship is for students who have 
experienced, or are currently facing, circumstances that 
may make it harder to access university.

To be eligible, you must:

•	 Be a commencing domestic student

•	 Have applied for a UWA bachelor’s degree

•	 Be experiencing financial hardship, come from a 
disadvantaged background and/or identify in an 
equity group

These may include:

•	 Low socioeconomic background

•	 Living in a regional or remote area

•	 Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander background

•	 A medical condition or disability impacting your 
studies

•	 First in your family to attend university

•	 Other financial or personal hardship
